Creativity and Chief Creative Officer/
Co-founder of Vast Learning Systems, a 

cloud-based edtech software company that focus-
es on creativity assessments and brain trainings. 
She earned a doctorate at the University of 
Georgia in Adult Learning and Creativity under 
Dr. E.Paul Torrance, the òFather of Creativityó. 
Kathy served as Torranceõs personal research 
assistant and collaborator for over 16 years. Goff 
and Torrance (2000) created the Abbreviated 
Torrance Test for Adults (ATTA), one of the 
first instruments to measure creativity in adults.

For his research into cloud-based learn-
ing and assessment, Guzik received the 2011 
Creative Oklahoma Great Inspirations Award, 
the Oklahoma Journal Recordõs 2012 Creativity 

Award, and Hewlett Packardõs 2012 Catalyst 
Showcase Peopleõs Choice Award.

ex Jung is an Assistant Professor in the 
Department of Neurosurgery at the 
University of New Mexico, and a neu-

ropsychologist in private practice at Brain and 
Behavioral Associates, PC. He received his PhD 
in Clinical Psychology from the University of 
New Mexico and performed an internship at the 
Baylor College of Medicine. He is the author of 
over 100 research papers exploring the relation-
ship between complex cognitive processes - 
including intelligence, creativity, and personality 
- and brain structure and function. He has been 
Principal Investigator on projects funded by the 
National Institutes of Health, Templeton Foun-
dation, and National Endowment for the Arts.
